St. Mary Magdalen Parish Dedicates Crucified Christ Monument 

Media, PA.  Saint Mary Magdalen Parish in Media recently dedicated and blessed a newly erected Crucified Christ Monument, which welcomes visitors to St. Mary Magdalen Church.  Bishop John McIntyre, Auxiliary Bishop of Philadelphia, celebrated Mass, then dedicated and blessed the monument.  In so doing, the Parish honored parishioners Judge Anthony and Carolyn Truscello, David and Denise Jordan, and Bill and Marie Murphy for their contributions of the monument to the Parish.  

The Crucified Christ statue, restored from St. Clement Parish in Philadelphia, has been mounted on top of the new monument in front of St. Mary Magdalen Church.  The granite altar top from St. Mary’s original chapel has been incorporated into the monument and depicts Saint Mary Magdalen kneeling before three empty crosses, and a rose which reminds us of our new life that blooms for all who embrace the cross of Jesus.  In the middle, it reads: “All our love, your children.”

Judge and Mrs. Anthony Truscello and family funded the Crucified Christ Monument.  The marble statue was crafted in Italy in 1865 and was a gift of Mr. and Mrs. David Jordan who were married in front of Our Lord when it hung in St. Clement Parish.  Mr. William Murphy of the Murphy Architectural Group architecturally designed the monument.  

According to Monsignor Ralph J. Chieffo, pastor, “The newly constructed Crucified Christ Monument which incorporates the old inspired masterpieces from previous archdiocesan parishes into a new monument will serve as reminder for all who pass by to be light, leaven and salt for the good of our troubled world.”
