Back by popular demand, Stephanie returns to present a repertoire of sacred songs, opera classics and the “standards” of American popular music with colleagues from the New England Conservatory of Music.  Together with Ms. Piraino, pianist Patricia Au, baritones Patrick Davey and Brandon Cordiero, soprano Angela Theis, and St. Mary Magdalen parishioner Lauren Kinslow will perform works by Handel, Vivaldi, Bernstein, Copland, Mozart, Strauss, Cole Porter, Rogers & Hammerstein, and Kurt Weill.

When Stephanie Piraino first stepped up to a microphone as a cantor at Saint Mary Magdalen Church, she really did “step up.”  That’s because at the age of eight she could only reach it by standing on a small stool.  In 1992, singing together with her dad, Dr. Anthony Piraino, Stephanie became the youngest parishioner to regularly cantor at St. Mary’s. That was also the beginning of her music career, over 17 years ago.  Since then, Stephanie has stepped up to microphones as a performer on opera, musical theater and recital stages across the United States and in Europe.  Now, the 26-year old native of Upper Providence Township is coming home to sing at the church where her career began.  

Saint Mary Magdalen Pastor Monsignor Ralph J. Chieffo enthusiastically invites everyone to attend this year’s program.  “Come and enjoy a heavenly concert of sacred and secular music sung by gifted angelic voices that will fill your heart with awe and wonder.”
