Gospel: John 14: 15-21 Spirit of Truth
Gospel Summary – At the Last Supper Jesus told his apostles he would be leaving them to return to the Father.  In today’s Gospel, he reassures them and us that we will not be alone.  The Holy Spirit was sent to the disciples and is with each of us as a special helper and friend until Jesus returns to us.  In the meantime, we continue to show our love for Jesus by following his commandments.
Reflection For Families – When children are orphaned, they often hold on to something to remind them of who they are.  Orphan Annie had a half of a locket, Oliver Twist had a letter, and some victims of the holocaust had smuggled photographs.  Even without the physical presence of their parents, orphaned children very much felt connected to their parents.  This is the image Jesus gives us in the Gospel as well.  He explains that it is the Holy Spirit that is with us and helps us know we are God’s children.  It is this Spirit that guides us to live the way God wants us to.  The Spirit comes to us in a special way at our baptism and guides us, even to our surprise sometimes, and helps us follow the commandments of God.

ARE YOU HEADED FOR HEAVEN AND DO YOU WANT YOUR CHILDREN TO BE WITH YOU?   “In my Father’s house there are many dwelling places,” Jesus says in today’s Gospel. Other translations refer to mansions, rooms, abodes, homes, resting places and even “more than enough room.” It’s comforting to know that we won’t encounter a “No Vacancy” sign at the golden gates. But it doesn’t tell us much about what heaven will be like. Probably each of us has a different concept.

Some people have made tongue-in-cheek stipulations for heaven. Mark Twain said, “If they don’t allow cigars in heaven, I’m not going.” Martin Luther said, “If there is no laughter in heaven, I don’t want to go there.” Others have stipulated ice cream, golf and Mickey Mouse. Oprah Winfrey has said, “To me, heaven would be a huge baked potato and someone to share it with.” That’s not completely off target. Heaven is certainly all about love, and loving includes sharing. Certainly we want our loved ones to be there. Theologians and several saints have assured us that this is one of the joys of heaven. There’s even a growing opinion that our beloved pets will be included.

Mother Teresa observed, “We all long for heaven where god is, but we have it in our power to be in heaven with him right now – to be happy with him at this very moment. But being happy with him now means: loving as he loves, helping as he helps, giving as he gives, serving as he serves, rescuing as he rescues, being with him for all the twenty-four hours, touching him in his distressing disguise.” What is that distressing disguise? The homeless, refugees from war-torn countries, victims of floods and earthquakes, people in grinding poverty, deported immigrants who only wanted to feed their families. Maybe not our idea of heaven, but one that God wants us to consider.
