First Reading: Deuteronomy 18:15–20 Moses Spoke
Second Reading: 1 Corinthians 7:32–35 Be Holy
Gospel: Mark 1:21–28 He Commands

Gospel Summary - Jesus’ listeners were surprised by his knowledge and authority. He especially surprised them when he cast out an evil spirit from one of the men. The evil spirit recognized who Jesus was and called him “the Holy One of God.” The people didn’t understand this meaning. Only the evil spirit recognized Jesus. The people, however, were impressed by Jesus’ deeds and brought others to him for healing.
Reflection for Families – With faith in Jesus as the Way, the Truth and the Life, we too share the awesome responsibility to have authority over another person to promote goodness and protect them from evil. Our very use of that authority has the potential of lifting people up or tearing them down. The greatest responsibility we have as parents, as the primary formers of their conscience, is to help them distinguish between good and evil. The words we choose, the tone of voice we use to speak to them and the actions our children see us take, relate to them the authority Jesus has over us. It’s often a sobering experience to think back over the day and recall what kind of witness we’ve been for Jesus. Our hope is that we can try again tomorrow by sharing and caring in a humble but confident manner that we can all learn from our mistakes and failures.
Bringing the Gospel Into Your Family – With Jesus, we do have the power to exorcise evil spirits by living a life in the Holy Spirit. Do what Jesus would do in your school, work place, neighborhood or community and you will help build a culture of life instead of death.  Imagine our world where the Gifts of the Holy Spirit bring us peace, love, patience, courage and joy.

Pro Life Mass 2012:Cardinal Daniel DiNardo    of Galveston-Houston, chairman of the U.S. bishops' Committee on Pro-Life Activities, celebrated the opening Mass during the National Prayer Vigil for Life at the Basilica of the National Shrine of the Immaculate Conception in Washington Jan. 22. The cardinal linked the 39-year struggle to end abortion on demand with Jan. 20′s announcement from U.S. Health and Human Services Secretary Kathleen Sebelius that most religious organizations would have to cover contraceptives and sterilization free of charge in their employee health plans, rejecting appeals from Catholic groups to widen the exemption.

“Never before in our U.S. history has the federal government forced citizens to directly purchase what violates our beliefs,” Cardinal DiNardo said, adding that the issue is “the survival of a cornerstone constitutionally protected freedom that ensures respect for conscience and religious liberty.”

Cardinal DiNardo said Pope Benedict XVI addressed the issue when meeting with U.S. bishops from the Mid-Atlantic. “Many of you have pointed out that concerted efforts have been made to deny the right of conscientious objection on the part of Catholic individuals and institutions with regard to cooperation in intrinsically evil practices. Others have spoken to me of a worrying tendency to reduce religious freedom to mere freedom of worship without guarantees of respect for freedom of conscience,” he quoted Pope Benedict as saying.

“In light of last Friday’s announcement about health care mandates, it seems that the Holy Father has nailed the issue in advance,” Cardinal DiNardo said. “His calls for courage to counter a reductive secularism which would delegitimize the church’s participation in public life and debate have targeted the issues we face in our pro-life efforts, to defend those who defend human life and to defend their religious liberty.”
