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Dear Friends in Christ, 

Recently, a pilgrimage of altar servers from France 
arrived in Rome for a Jubilee celebration. While there, 

they had a private audience with Pope Leo XIV. He 
encouraged the young men to be open to a vocation to 

the priesthood, telling them to “little by little, from Sunday to 
Sunday, discover the beauty, the happiness, and the 

necessity of such a vocation.”

He then went on to meditate upon the beauty of 
Sunday Mass and its central importance in the life of 

every Catholic, clergy and laity alike:

From the first day of her existence, and then for 
centuries, the Church has celebrated Mass, from Sunday to 

Sunday, in memory of what the Lord did for her. In the hands 
of the priest and at His words: “This is my Body, this is my 
Blood,” Jesus still gives His life on the altar. He still sheds 
His blood for us today. The celebration of the Mass saves 
us today! It saves the world today! It is the most important 

event in the life of the Christian and in the life of the Church, 
because it is the meeting where God gives Himself to us out 
of love, again and again. The Christian does not go to Mass 
out of duty, but because He needs it—absolutely—we need 

the life of God who gives Himself without awaiting return!

How important these words are, and how needed they 
are for all of us as we return to the normal patterns of life 
following the summer holidays. They remind me of G.K. 

Chesterton, who once reflected on the question that 
sometimes we hear people ask, “What would Jesus do if 
He were on earth today?” Chesterton responds that for 
a Christian, there is only one answer to that question: 

Christ is on earth today, alive on a thousand altars! 

As we reflect on the petition of the Lord’s Prayer, “give us 
this day our daily (supersubstantial) bread,” we know precisely 
where God answers this prayer, which is in the Holy Sacrifice 
of the Mass. Dear friends, with September comes the return 
of our usual routines and so many obligations. Many of them 
are important and urgent. However, our spiritual needs are 

more important, and they are more urgent. 

In a particular way, I welcome back our school and PREP 
families, and encourage you to be open to a deeper
