DELIVER US FROM EVIL
OUR FATHER, PART Xl

Dear Friends in Christ,

The Book of Revelation is a message of hope written for
a suffering and persecuted church. It is not some frightening
gnostic codebook about the world’s demise, as some people
insist on reading it. Rather, it is a hope-filled promise that
all history and all creation belong to God. In the end, while
evil will strut for its brief hour, the victory of Christ is already
assured. What we must do, then, is persevere in hope
and remain faithful, even as we endure the suffering
and evil with the mind of Christ.

Remember the Philippians hymn: Jesus himself, though
he was God, chose to “empty himself [Greek: kenosis], taking
the form of a slave.” While no one should seek suffering,
neither should we fool ourselves into thinking we can avoid it.
Through Christ, suffering is not meaningless, but the
means of our sanctification.

Mary, the Mother of Jesus, is the great embodiment
of hope. She is often invoked under the title “Our Lady of
Hope.” We see this in the event of the Visitation. Mary goes
to see her cousin Elizabeth, who, though she is old and was
thought to be barren, is suddenly expecting a child. That gift
of new life amid what seemed to be barren is the definitive
sign of God's work in every age. And so Mary, in response
to the message of the angel, goes to see this sign of God's
providence. Commenting on this passage, Pope Benedict XVI
wrote that Mary is shown here to be the embodiment of the
Church. Just as she bore the incarnate Word across the hill
country of Judea, so the Church carries the hope of the
nations across the mountains of history. Hidden within the
womb of the Church, as it were, is God’s answer to all the
problems of history. It is Christ—whom Mary bore as mother
and followed as disciple—who delivers us from evil.

It is fitting that one of the last scenes in the Bible is a “great
sign” [magnum mysterium/sacramentum]—"a woman clothed
with the sun with the moon under her feet, and on her head
a crown of twelve stars” (Rev 12:1). Have you ever seen the

moon when it hangs low in the sky? It is so big and
beautiful, it looks like you can reach out and touch it.
The Church has been invoked as the "mysterium
lunae”—the mystery of the moon, who produces no
light of its own, but reflects the light of Christ the
sun. This heavenly lady in the Book of Revelation is
standing on top of the moon—what could this mean?
In this case, the moon is seen not in the positive
way of one who reflects the light of another, but as
a fickle and impermanent thing which waxes and
wanes. Unlike the sun, which shines brilliantly each
day, the moon is always changing, at times even being
completely hidden from our eyes. This sign then, of
the woman standing on the sun, means that the new
humanity and new creation is no longer subject to this
waxing and waning. No longer is there the mysterious
cycle of fidelity and sin of the Old Testament.
Instead, there is the eternal share in God’s own life
in Christ—a life lived first and foremost by Mary,
assumed body and soul into heavenly glory. In her,
we see a faithfulness that knows no bounds, a love for
Christ which neither waxes nor wanes.

So for us who wax and wane, who mourn and
weep in this vale of tears, Mary is indeed the great
sign of hope. In the vision of Revelation, the woman,
with child, “wailed aloud in pain as she labored to give
birth” (Rev 12:2). Can we see the evil in our world
for what it is: the birth pangs that come with the
arrival of the kingdom? Didn’t Jesus tell His disciples
to expect rejection and resistance? Didn't He warn
them that first and foremost we need to cast out
that resistance from our own hearts?

Therefore, we can pray with confidence, “Deliver
us from evil.” The petition is not to prevent all evil
from befalling us, which, | regret to inform you, is
impossible in this life. Rather, this petition is that we be
delivered from it, just as the child the heavenly woman
bears was delivered safely despite the opposition of
the dragon, so we desire to be delivered safely into
the eternal joy of the Lord. That makes this petition
a memento mori—a reminder of our own mortality,
when we must make our final act of hope in God's
promises. It points to the fact that right now, in our
midst, the world as we know it is passing away, and
God is mysteriously bringing about His great victory.

The woman'’s son “is to rule all nations with a rod
of iron” (Rev 12:5). At the time of its writing, this
seemed far-fetched, perhaps a wild optimism for
people desperate for good news. And yet Rome,
that most powerful empire, which was persecuting
Christians while the Book of Revelation was being
composed, collapsed. And so has every other empire,
every false claimant to our loyalties—they all will
collapse. Yet still the Son of the woman clothed with
the sun reigns until the day when Christ will be “all
in all.” Until then, we wait in hope. We follow the
example of Our Lady of Hope. And we continue to
pray the words our savior gave us. Amen.
