Solemn exposition of the Blessed Sacrament all day, 

please sign up and stop in throughout the week.

6 PM Confessions (church) 
Continuing during the Holy Hour as needed.

6:30 PM Holy Hour
Consisting of Vespers, a homily, and Benediction, concluding 
with a procession on Thursday evening (weather permitting).
I will serve as the homilist for all three evening Holy Hours.

May these days of worship and prayer be a source 
of grace for our entire parish throughout the year!

As you know, many of us are fiercely loyal to our 
local parishes around here. Many of you tell me of 
beautiful experiences here at Saint Mary Magdalen 

over the years. You also share with me stories of 
growing up in other parishes—here in Delaware 

County, in Philadelphia or Chester, or somewhere 
else—where you received a solid formation and 
which are a source of good memories for you. 

Indeed, Catholic life takes place in the local parish 
communities, where groups of families, called 

out of the world by Christ through the Eucharistic 
celebration, share with each other “joys and the 

hopes, the griefs and the anxieties” as brothers and 
sisters to one another (Pastoral Constitution on the 
Church in the Modern World Gaudium et spes 1).

At the same time, the Catholic Church doesn’t 
end at the borders of Saint Mary Magdalen’s Parish 
boundaries. Our profession of faith includes belief 
in the “communion of saints,” which consists of all 
members of the Body of Christ spread throughout 

the world, the souls in purgatory for whom we 
must pray, and those who even now gaze upon the 

face of the Lord in Heaven and intercede for us. 
Indeed, in a fundamental way, our primary identity 
is, as a child of God, an identity rooted in the grace 
of Baptism, which necessarily incorporates me as a 

body with all those who share in this identity.

Saint Mary Magdalen Parish does not exist in a 
vacuum, but is one of the 214 parishes of our local 
Church, under the headship of Archbishop Perez, 
the Archbishop of Philadelphia. As archbishop, 
he is the shepherd of all the faithful throughout 

the five counties of the Archdiocese. In communion 
with all the bishops of the world, especially the 

Bishop of Rome, Pope Leo XIV, he participates in the 
governance of the worldwide Church. Through him, 
then, we are united in a real way with Catholics in 

Bangladesh and Bali, San Francisco and 
Shanghai, Pittsburgh and Paris.

I bring this up because it is very difficult for so 
many Catholics throughout the Archdiocese—not 
to mention the world!—to be united in the same 

concrete effort. Most of the time, our energies are 
focused on building up the local parish, which is a 

good thing. But every now and then, we need to have 
eyes to see the larger picture. That’s why we have 

missionaries come and preach each year. That’s why 
the Little Sisters of the Poor come and share their 
mission to care for the elderly poor and ask for our 

support. That’s the reason for so many clothing drives 

and soup kitchen trips throughout the year.
In particular, this year, I want to ask for your 

support for the Catholic Charities Appeal. The 
Catholic Charities Appeal is the primary means by 
which Catholics across the Archdiocese support 
the charitable works carried out in our name by 
agencies across the five counties. Funds from 

the Appeal support everything from senior centers 
to meals for low-income children to evangelization 

efforts for college students to outreach for 
persons with disabilities.

Our parish is significantly under goal for this annual 
appeal, but I believe we can make that up. Will you 

help make this a reality? More important for me than 
the dollar amount is to be able to say that everyone in 
the parish participated in some way. Please point to 

the QR code available here on the bulletin cover 
or on the cards handed out by the ushers at Masses 
this weekend. There are also envelopes available for 

those who prefer to give in the traditional way.

Above all, thank you all for your generosity in so 
many ways, and for your witness of faith and love, 

which is essential for us as disciples of Jesus 
and members of His Church.
