THIRTEENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

Dear Friends in Christ,

Saint John Henry Newman, the great 19th-century
English priest and theologian, once gave a homily
called “The Parting of Friends.” It was his last sermon
as an Anglican. Just two weeks later, Newman
would leave the Church of England and be received
into the full communion of the Catholic Church
and then ordained a Catholic priest. Newman knew
well that some of the people in the church that day
would be shocked and upset by his decision,
that he might never see some of them again in this life.
Yet as he ascended the pulpit of Saint Mary
and Saint Nicholas Church in Littlemore—a church
he himself had built—he preached in these words:

[Our Lord] was about to suffer more than man
had ever suffered or shall suffer. But there is nothing
gloomy, churlish, violent, or selfish in His grief;
it is tender, affectionate, social. He calls His friends
around Him, though He was as Job among the ashes;
He bids them stay by Him, and see Him suffer;
He desires their sympathy; He takes refuge
in their love. He first feasted with them, and sung
a hymn with them, and washed their feet; and when
His long trial began, He beheld them and kept them
in His presence, till they in terror shrank from it.
Yet, on St. Mary and St. John, His Virgin Mother
and His Virgin Disciple, who remained, His eyes
still rested; and in St. Peter, who was denying Him
in the distance, His sudden glance wrought a deep
repentance. O wonderful pattern, the type of all trial
and of all duty under it, while the Church endures.

In other words, Newman'’s last sermon in
that church was about the mysterious pattern
of our Lord’s life, that while he is eternal God and Lord
of all, he chose to pour himself into a small group
during his earthly life. He traveled with them, formed
them, came to know them in intimate friendship,
even though one would betray him, the other deny
him, and many ran far away in his hour of need.

It has been a great joy to get to know
you, to walk with you, to pray with you, to laugh
and (occasionally) cry with you. | ask forgiveness of
anyone whom | have offended or upset in my time
here, recognizing that | am far from perfect. | also
wish to offer a word of gratitude to the parish staff
who have been so helpful to me in these two years:
to Father Bob, our deacons and their wives, Mrs.
Amy Bauer, our wonderful staff and faculty.

Finally, a word to our parish families: walking
with families has been a particular ministry which
| have felt drawn to in these eight years of priestly
ministry so far. | want you to know that while my time
as your pastor comes to an end, you all remain
in my heart and my prayers, and you should never
hesitate to reach out if there is something
| can do for you now or in the future.

This farewell is not nearly as dramatic as that
of Saint John Henry Newman. We will see each other
again. Until then, | will see you in the Eucharist—

May the Lord grant you peace!
