Dear Friends in Christ,

It is a joy beyond measure to announce that today, 
Archbishop Pérez appointed Rev. Kenneth L. Cavara 

as the new pastor of Saint Mary Magdalen Parish. Father 
Cavara was ordained a priest in 2021 by Archbishop Pérez 

and currently serves as Pastor of Saint John the Baptist 
Parish in the Manayunk section of Philadelphia. I am 

grateful to the Archbishop for appointing such a gifted 
pastoral leader to shepherd our parish community.

Father Cavara grew up in Saint Agnes Parish 
in West Chester and is a graduate of Salesianum High 

School and West Chester University. He entered 
Saint Charles Borromeo Seminary in 2014. On a personal 
note, Father Cavara and I lived right across the hall from 
each other for a few years at Saint Charles. It was there 
I first discovered what a faithful and zealous man he is. 

Having grown up in South Philadelphia, I wasn't surprised 
when the people of his first assignment at Saint Monica's 
grew to love him. I am sure the people of Saint John the 
Baptist are sad to see him go, so please pray for them 

as they are a community in transition as we are.

Father Cavara's appointment here takes effect 
July 1st. I will assume my new duties as Vicar General 

and Moderator of the Curia on June 15th, but will remain 
pastor here until the end of June. Father Pesarchick will 

assist me in tending to the day-to-day duties of the parish 
for those two weeks, and will remain as parochial vicar 
when Father Cavara arrives. In the meantime, I will be 

working closely with Father Cavara in the coming weeks 
to ensure a smooth and happy transition. I have no doubt 

that his pastoral ministry here will be a blessing to all.
Finally, please pray for the priests of our Archdiocese 
as we gather for our bi-annual convocation in Hershey 
next week. These are days of great change—including 

the many parish transitions happening here in Delaware 
County—but it is also a time of rebirth and renewal here 

in our local Church. May the Holy Spirit guide us all— 
clergy and laity—in following the way of the Lord Jesus, 

who is "the way, and the truth, and the life" (Jn 14:6).

May the Lord grant you peace!
