FIRST SUNDAY OF ADVENT

Dear Friends in Christ,

We begin this Sunday a new liturgical year, the Season
of Advent, and what | think of as the “Incarnation cycle”
within the liturgical year (as compared to the “Paschal
Mystery cycle” of Lent). What do | mean by this term?

The Season of Christmas, which begins with the great
Solemnity of the Nativity on December 25, celebrates
several realities at once: the Birth of Jesus in Bethlehem

to the Virgin Mary; the Maternity of Mary, who bore God
in her womb (January 1st); the manifestation of Jesus as the
long-desired King of all the nations (Epiphany, traditionally

January 6th, the twelfth day of Christmas); and, finally,

Jesus’ manifestation to Israel in His public ministry (the

Baptism of the Lord). All of these celebrate—through
different lenses—the mystery of the Incarnation,
“the Word made flesh and dwelling among us” (John 1:14).

Are we attuned to the import of the words we say each
Sunday in the Creed about how the Son, eternally begotten
of the Father, “by the Holy Spirit, was incarnate of the
Virgin Mary, and became man”? If those words are true
(and why would we be Catholics if we didn’t believe them?)
then everything has changed. It means that God has
entered into human history; the eternal has stepped into
time. God has made Himself visible as a small child in the
arms of his mother; He walked the dusty roads of Israel;
He has talked with sinners, healed the sick, celebrated with
a couple on their wedding day, and suffered unjustly at the
hands of false friends. The Incarnation is not just a stuffy
theological word with no effect on our lives; rather,
it means that God has chosen to share in our lot.

Advent, then, is to this celebration as Lent is to

the Paschal Mystery. During Lent, we learn to discipline

ourselves in order to share in Christ’s passion, so that
we might celebrate Easter with proper solemnity and joy.
But with Advent, it's a bit different: the discipline of Advent

is one of learning how to wait for God'’s gifts. While this

might involve some measure of Lent-like fasting, prayer,

and almsgiving (which are always in season!), in Advent
