THIRD SUNDAY OF LENT

Dear Friends in Christ,

“The Lord has freed you from your sins: go in peace.”
These words are often spoken by the priest at the end
of the Sacrament of Penance and Reconciliation (also
called “Confession”). The Samaritan Woman, whom
we encounter on this Third Sunday of Lent, met Jesus
at the well and experienced His transforming mercy
and love. Her life up to that point had been filled
with turmoil and disappointment. She did not experience
her sins as liberation or joy, but the exact opposite:

a slavery and drudgery. Yet only when Christ stepped
into her life did she begin to discover the answers
to her deepest longings, which nothing on earth could
satisfy. By placing her faith in Him, she experienced
the forgiveness of sins. Then she went forth, not turning
in on herself, but going out to others, to announce
the liberating power of the Lord’s mercy to the others
in the town. These very people, who before had
gossiped about her for her scandalous behavior,
now are drawn to Christ, the source of living water,
through her invitation to come and see.

| encourage you to experience the liberating mercy
of Christ this Lent by going to the Sacrament of Penance
and Reconciliation. If you haven't been in a while,
that's okay. Father Bob and | are happy to welcome
you and extend to you Christ’s peace through
sacramental absolution. There are few joys as a priest
greater than welcoming back someone who has been
away from the sacrament for a long time!
