Dear Friends in Christ, 

As we begin Passiontide, the final days leading 
up to the great feast of our salvation, the Church has 
a tradition of veiling the statues in church as we do 

here. I am not entirely sure where this pious tradition 
comes from. Suffice it to say, it is in line with what Lent 

is all about: putting aside what is not essential. Beautiful 
statuary and joyful instruments certainly have their 

place in giving honor and glory to God. But these days 
in particular create a kind of tunnel effect, in which 
everything is stripped down to the bare essentials. 

We do this as individuals, of course, when we sacrificially 
respond to the call to prayer, fasting, and almsgiving. 

The goal is that our souls arrive at Good Friday emptied 
of our vain attachment to comforts, that we might look 
upon Christ, suffering yet victorious on the Cross, and 

see the source of our hope and that of the whole world. 

So yes, even the Church building becomes bare. 
The art becomes hidden. We focus our attention 

on what truly matters, on the One who truly matters. 
Try not to rush to the Easter celebrations. Easter will 
come as surely as day follows night. But there is only 
one way to the joyful encounter with the Risen Lord: 

the way of the Cross. 

This time of year, I think of the old spiritual 
with its haunting melody: 

There is a balm in Gilead
To make the wounded whole

There is a balm in Gilead
To heal the sin-sick soul

Let's admit it: the world, convulsed once again by war 
this Passiontide, is not as it should be. When a school 

full of children is destroyed by bombs falling from 
the sky, that should move all of us to deep repentance, 
especially when our own military dropped the bombs.

But the world's woundedness is often expressed 
in more mundane ways: in our indifference, in gossip, 

in estrangement in families. Yes, we are wounded. 
We didn't cause it all, surely, but we also are not 

innocent, either. Christ's death is that healing balm, 
the salve of reconciliation. In Him, we are forgiven 
our sins and made a new creation. We are united 

to the Father in the Spirit, and so enter into 
communion with all those who believe in Christ 
and are filled with his charity through Baptism. 

Then, as the hymn goes on to say: 

If you cannot preach like Peter,
if you cannot pray like Paul,

you can tell the love of Jesus
and say, "He died for all."

Yes, all of us who have been redeemed 
by the saving atonement of Jesus Christ are 

compelled to confess His goodness to others. 
This, by the way, is where the word "Confession" 

comes from in describing the Sacrament of Penance 
and Reconciliation. It isn't so much about confessing 

my sins, but about confessing the Lord's mercy. 
By kneeling there with contrition and with a firm 

resolution to make amends, we confess with 
our whole being the goodness of the Lord, that His 

mercy endures forever. We acknowledge that we are 
completely dependent on His grace, but that with 

that grace, we are really capable of growing 
in holiness, in becoming like unto God. This reality 

must pervade our whole lives, such that we are willing 
to "tell the love of Jesus" to all we meet. 

So then, please join us for our Lenten Day of Mercy 
this Monday, March 23rd. We will have several 

visiting Confessors available from 1:15 PM to 2:25 PM 
and 4:30 PM to 6 PM. We also have several hours 

of Confessions planned on Good Friday. 
Whether it has been a month, a year, or a decade, 
I beg you: don't let Lent go by without receiving 

the awesome gift of God's mercy. 

May the Lord grant you peace!
