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On Palm Sunday, Jesus enters Jerusalem with
mildness and humility as the Messianic King offers
victory and peace to his people. A victory and peace
secured in the cross and Resurrection that would
soon take place at the time of Passover.

Saint Augustine comments on the significance of
Jesus' entry into Jerusalem: “The master of humility
is Christ who humbled himself and became obedient

even to death, even the death of the cross.
Thus, he does not lose his divinity when he teaches
us humility... What great thing was it to the king of
the ages to become the king of humanity?

For Christ was not the king of Israel so that he might
exact a tax or equip an army with weaponry and
visibly vanquish an enemy. He was the king of Israel
in that he rules minds, in that he gives counsel for
eternity, in that he leads into the kingdom of heaven
for those who believe, hope, and love. Itis a
condescension, not an advancement for one who
is the Son of God, equal to the Father, the
Word through whom all things were made.

To become king of Israel is an indication
of pity, not an increase in power.”

Jesus Christ came to bring us the kingdom of God.
He is the true King who offers peace, joy, and
everlasting life to those who accept his kingship.
Does the King of Glory find a welcome
entry in your heart and home?
